Please can I have the raw data set of how many trees have been chopped down by the council since the start of 2017, broken down by year.
We can only provide a total fell figure for 2017/18 & 2018/19 and these are as follows:

· 2017/18 – 712 fells

· 2018/19 – 1248 fells
Please find attached a monthly breakdown of fells from 2019 to 2023.

And after the council has received a request from an insurance company, how many trees have they chopped down because of this? 
Leicester City Council does not fell any trees as the result of a ‘request’ from an insurance company. In cases of alleged subsidence the council always requests detailed reports and monitoring details from the claimants party. Once this information has been analysed, only then will a decision on the management of the tree be made. If the reports & monitoring show ‘on the balance of probability’ that the council’s tree is linked to the claim we may make the decision to remove the tree.

The information below gives the annual number of fells undertaken in relation to ‘subsidence’ insurance claims:

· 2017/18 – 1

· 2018/19 – 7

· 2019/20 – 1

· 2020/21 – 3

· 2021/22 – 4

· 2022/23 - 9
