You asked:
Freedom of Information request - Current Damp proofing companies used and costs associated with each of their services they provide.

With reference to freedom of information request, could you please provide a list of companies currently used for damp proofing properties and costs associated with each of their services provided

Answer:

We do not currently have any specific contractors that carry out damp proofing works on a regular basis and therefore we do not have a list of companies, or cost associated with each of the services that they provide.

Where we do have some more specialist jobs, we may use contractors however this is few and far between as most of our damp proofing works is carried out by our workforce.

We do have one recent job where we required more specialist damp proofing as follows:

Scope of works:

1. Remove the skirting boards and set aside. 

2. Remove the plaster from the walls to the height of 1meter or as indicated on the sketch plan. 

3. Install a chemical damp proof course to the highlighted walls. 

4. Install Dry Flex Base fleeced membrane to the prepared walls. 

5. Re-plaster on to the membrane with a Hardwall backing plaster and then skim finish with either multi-purpose or board finish. 

6. Reinstate the skirting boards. 

7. Clear away debris from site.
Preserva-CSS Ltd. did the works and the cost of it all was £1908.75.
