You asked:
There are a number of concrete bollards on Marina Road LE5 5NG. 

1. How many times have these been damaged by traffic accessing the factory units that are accessed from Marina Road

Since 2006, the Council have received 13 reports about bollards being knocked over / damaged and only 1 stated that a lorry from the factory units had damaged a bollard. 

2. How many times have they been repaired or replaced 

Since 2006 the bollards in Marina Road have had to be repaired 26 times, this includes a bollard which used to be outside number 3 

3. How much has it cost

£2769

4. Is the cost funded by the council or to the owners of the factory units/ premises.

The repairs are funded by the Council, who could only recover repair costs from a vehicle owner, if the details were known and not from the owner of premises being visited.
