Answer:

Social Care and Education (SCE) commission some provision and currently contract with 15 care and support providers to deliver to a range of schemes across the City. 
Other provision is delivered by providers directly who have no contractual relationship with us, of those, we are aware of 9 providers.
2. How much is the average weekly rent paid per room for Supported exempt accommodation?

£225.72 per week
3. Who should be approached within the council to discuss commissioning, service provision, rates and referrals?

It is important to note the framework for services was awarded in 2020 and is not expected to be reopened in the near future.

Housing costs would be covered either by housing benefit or universal credit dependent on whether the accommodation is exempt or not.
