The Council can confirm that it holds the addresses of the homes, however we consider that this information is exempt from disclosure under Section 38 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because its disclosure of this information would be likely to lead to the endangerment of children within those homes.
The Council is not obliged to provide information that would endanger the physical or mental health or safety of any individual.  Although there is a public interest in knowing this information, that is outweighed by the safeguarding concerns around disclosing this information.
