You asked:

Can you please provide the following advice on the following: 
1. Is there any legal reason why the council will permit a landlord to not provide tenants with access to gas meter emergency control handles. (ECV) i.e., having the meter locked in a cupboard where the tenant does not have a key.
Answer:
Leicester City Council is unable to provide a generic response in relation to unknown landlords and whether meter cupboard keys are distributed to their tenants. 
2. Can you provide information on actions taken against landlords under your responsibility within the last 5 years for the above breach.
