In the year from September 2022 to September 2023 Leicester City Council received 1,765 abandoned car reports. Can you tell me in which area of the council's authority the highest amount of reports of abandoned cars came from during this time?

East of Leicester had the highest number of reported abandoned vehicles. 
Can you tell me how much it costs to remove an abandoned car? 

Costs would be dependent on the level of transportation required, these can vary from £0 to £250. 

How does the council determine whether a car has been abandoned? How long does it have to be left for it to classed as abandoned?
