Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Please could you give me the following details regarding third party consulting fees relating to Low Traffic Neighbourhoods (LTNs) in your local authority.

LTN schemes sometimes go by different names in different areas, e.g. Active Neighbourhoods, Living Streets, Spaces for People. Here is a definition if helpful:
 “A low traffic neighbourhood (LTN) is a residential area, bordered by main roads (roads that are often used by buses, lorries and non-local traffic), where "through" motor vehicle traffic is discouraged or removed, while allowing access for pedestrians and cyclists.”
 

1. The total amount of funds spent on third party consultancy fees related to all work done on LTNs from the start of 2020 up to and including May 2022. For example, this may include consultation, implementation, monitoring, analysis and any other work. 

 

2. The names of the companies who have undertaken this work for your local authority.  
The Council has worked with the charity Sustrans on numerous projects and schemes including LTN’s.  However, the cost and time spent working on each of these projects is not specifically broken down or recorded. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

The Floow - provided data on speed and volume of traffic = £1,360

Sustrans - specific data processing of the data from Floow = £1,170

Leicestershire County Council - survey work £8,400 + £3,400 = £11,700

Edwards & Edwards - provided plans Sept £1,390 + May £54 = £1,444.
