We have the following kerbside collection services:
· Refuse and dry mixed recycling is collected from all households weekly.
· Garden waste is a subscription service with fortnightly collections in the growing season.
· Bulky waste collections and clinical waste collections are undertaken by request.
· The year in which you began collecting household waste on alternate weeks (food waste, general waste, mixed recycling etc).
We are not collecting household waste on alternate weeks.

· The number of fly-tipping incidents reported to the council in the five years preceding the year in which you began collecting household waste on alternate weeks, and the number of fly-tipping incidents reported to the council in the year of, and five years following, the introduction of collecting household waste on alternate weeks.

· For example, if your council started collecting household waste on alternate weeks (i.e., general waste one week, mixed recycling the next as opposed to both being collected every week) in 2015, please could you provide the data for the years 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2018, 2019 and 2020.

· Please could you provide the number of fly-tipping incidents which occurred in the relevant years separately and by year.
