2) Please provide a list of how many properties were sold under RTB scheme in the LE4 area including the final sale price after RTB discount with the address house/flat number of sold property. Please provide how much RTB discount was applied and sold market value for each of the property after discounting RTB.

Answer:

37 properties were sold in the LE4 area during the last 12 months.
Addresses of the properties sold, together with their sale prices and the discounts applied for each property, is withheld as the Council considers that to be an absolute exemption under section 40(2) (personal data).
Disclosure of this information would breach the Data Protection Act, notably Principle 1- fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2- processing for specified and not incompatible purpose.  Therefore, this information is exempt from release and this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17 of the Act.
