Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I have noticed that the Youth Justice system is included in the current PME alongside Social Care Case Management Systems. Could you confirm why this would be as I can see that it was only out for tender a couple of years ago before being awarded to NEC.

The Council has started to conduct long term planning for an exercise to formally test the market for a Social Care Case Management System. The current contract with Liquid Logic has a maximum end date of the 31st March 2032, therefore, Leicester City Council has a high level forward plan to conduct preliminary pre-market engagement. 
The scope of the procurement exercise has not been confirmed as yet, however, with the current contract end date of the Youth Justice System with NEC being the 31/8/29 and with an option for extensions to 31/8/2034 there could be an opportunity to align procurement across these different systems. It is expected that the scope of the procurement exercise will be confirmed during 2026.
