b) How many EHC Needs Assessments has the authority completed.

c) How many final Education Health and Care Plans has the authority issued.

d) How many of those final plans issued have been or are in the process of appeal to SEND Tribunal.

Information request - 2: From the 1st September 2014 to 19th April 2024 broken down by academic year:
a) How many children / young people with EHCPs were/are recorded as Home Educated.

b) How many children / young people of compulsory school age with or without an EHCP were/are recorded as Education other than at School (EOTAS).

c) How many children / young people of compulsory school age with or without an EHCP were/are registered as attending Hospital and Home Education Learning Centres (HHELC).

d) How many children / young people of compulsory school age with or without an EHCP were/are recorded as placed at an in county, maintained Specialist Day School placement.

e) How many children / young people of compulsory school age with or without an EHCP were/are recorded as placed at an in county, non-maintained Specialist Day School placement.

f) How many children / young people of compulsory school age with or without an EHCP were/are recorded as placed at an out of county, maintained Specialist Day School placement.

g) How many children / young people of compulsory school age with or without an EHCP were/are recorded as placed at an out of county, non-maintained Specialist Day School placement.

h) How many children / young people of compulsory school age with or without an EHCP were/are recorded as placed at an in county, maintained Specialist Residential School placement.

i) How many children / young people of compulsory school age with or without an EHCP were/are recorded as placed at an out of county, maintained Specialist Residential School placement.

j) How many children / young people of compulsory school age with or without an EHCP were/are recorded as placed at in county, non-maintained Specialist Residential School placement.

k) How many children / young people of compulsory school age with or without an EHCP were/are recorded as placed at an out of county, non-maintained Specialist Residential School placement.

Information request - 3: From the 1st September 2014 to 19th April 2024 broken down by academic year (or financial year if more appropriate):
a) Total cost to the authority of Education other than at School (EOTAS) Packages.

b) Total cost to the authority of in county, maintained Specialist Day placements.

c) Total cost to the authority of out of county, maintained Specialist Day placements.

d) Total cost to the authority of in county, non-maintained Specialist School placements.

e) Total cost to the authority of out of county, non-maintained Specialist School placements.

f) Total cost to the authority of in county, maintained Specialist Residential placements. 

g) Total cost to the authority of out of county, non-maintained Specialist Residential placements.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

The information requested is not held in a reportable format.  Reporting systems have changed over the 10 year period requested.  Officers would need to search through archived systems, and, archived SEN files to establish when placement settings changed, if Statements where appealed, went to tribunal etc. etc.
The cost re placements are also not recorded in a format that would satisfy this request.  Some of the categories are charged to the same cost centre, therefore, staff would need to trawl through individual transactions for each pupil in order to split the costs between non-maintained/maintained, placements in, or, out of the City, and, placement settings, all for the 10 year period requested.
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act.
