Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I am conducting research at the University of Bristol related to public e-bike and/or e-scooter share hire schemes. I would like to request the following information relating to any e-bike share hire scheme, and separately, any e-scooter share hire scheme that has been in place for public use in Leicester between January 1st 2018 and December 31st 2024. The request relates only to information on electrically-assisted bicycle (e-bike) and electrically-assisted scooter (e-scooter) public share hire schemes, and not share hire schemes for standard bicycles or scooters.

1) What type of share hire scheme was it (i.e. e-bike or e-scooter or none)?
It was an e-Cycle Scheme.

2) What were the date/s of scheme/s start (i.e. the DD/MM/YY on which the share hire scheme first became available for public use in Leicester), pause (if applicable), relaunch (if applicable) and end (i.e. the DD/MM/YY on which the share hire scheme ended permanently for public use in Leicester, if applicable)?
The scheme operated was made available to the public in April 2021 and closed formally in February 2023.

3) Who was the share hire scheme operator (e.g. Voi, Beryl, Lime etc.) and, if applicable, what were the dates (DD/MM/YY) on which the share hire scheme operator changed and vehicles for the new operator became available for public use in Leicester (if applicable)?
The scheme operator was Ride On Scotland

4) How many e-bikes and/or e-scooters were available for public use in Leicester and how did these numbers vary over time?
Leicester’s bike share scheme had an operating target of 500 e-Cycles. Subject to roll-out, operational logistics, vandalism or theft.  Numbers grew from an initial 150 to 350. 


5) Has the geographical area covered by the share hire scheme in Leicester changed over time, and if so, in what way has it changed?

Bike share station locations grew throughout the scheme operation. 15 at the start & 44 at peak. Geographical spread was initially city centre & inner suburb focussed. This extended to outer suburbs along key cycle track routes.
