We do not have a policy for EOTAS, as it is not something that parents can select, it is when it is deemed inappropriate for a child or young person to have special education provision made for them in a school or other educational setting, then the LA can arrange for that special education provision to be made for them otherwise than in such a setting. EOTAS. 
Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
