Under the Freedom of Information act, could you please confirm if any of them are or have been used as taxis.

Section 40(5) – Personal Information. We can neither confirm nor deny if Leicester City Council holds the information you have requested. The duty to neither confirm nor deny under this section of the Act arises where the disclosure into the public domain would contravene any of the data protection principles. If we confirmed that a vehicle registration was known to us we would be revealing the occupation of the previous owner. The information you’ve requested would be the personal data of a third party and any disclosure would therefore breach the Data Protection Act. Notably Principle 1– fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes. Therefore, this Information is exempt from release and this letter acts as a refusal notice under s.17 of The Act.
