Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Freedom of Information Request for "rateable value" for current and ex Council Properties in LE3 areas especially LE3 5LR, LE3 5PA, LE3 5PG, Leicester City Council used to collect water rates for these properties in late 1990 until service transferred to Severn Trent. I understand the water rates were calculated on the Council Tax bands/"rateable value" of these properties so would like to know the transfer value of these to Severn Trent in the late 1990/early 2000.
Answer:
This information is no longer held on our records.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by the Council.
