Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
A full copy of the Licence issued to Royces Rolls Cafe situated on the West End Working Mens Club's car park. To include, hours of trade, the permited useage of fryers and due to the invasion of privacy causèd by diners looking directly into gardens and bedrooms. Also, any trading restrictions inclusive of foods allowed to be sold on and off the site

Please find attached the current licence for the Royce Rolls Café, which is the subject of the request. The document includes details of the licensed operating hours, the type of food provided, and the standard conditions that apply to street trading permits.

Names and addresses have been redacted, disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1– fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes.  Therefore, this Information is exempt from release  

There are no details relating specifically to the use of fryers, as their use is not subject to the permit conditions.

The café operates on private land, or, if on a public highway, in an area where members of the public are permitted to be present. When an application of this kind is submitted, there is a consultation period involving partner agencies, as well as a public notice displayed at the site, which allows time for any objections to be raised.
