Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

1. Upon expiration of a Supervision Order where a decision is made to not continue with a Child in Need plan and case closure is planned, please advise if the views of a child’s adult full older sibling should be sought on case closure? If the person was considered as a significant person in the child’s final care plan and their significance in the child’s life has since not changed. 
Answer:
The views of significant people in a child’s life should always be within an updated assessment. 

2. Please provide a copy of your case closure form and does it include a section to capture the views of any significant persons in the child's life?

Please see attached Case Closure form.
3. From reviewing 10 Supervision Orders that were granted to Westmorland & Furness which had most recently expired and where its expiration a decision was taken to not continue with a Child in Need Plan and the case was closed, how many of the 10 case closure forms contain the views of significant persons to the child? I note some children may not have any significant persons and this is why no such recording is held. 

4. Is an updated Child & Family/Single Social Work Assessment held on record for the 10 children and is it a practice expectation at your Local Authority that this is completed as part of case closure if the previous one is more than 6 months out of date?

The above 2 questions are not for Leicester City Council to answer.
5. Do you share the updated Child & Family/Single Social Work Assessment with those holding parental responsibility and the child if it is appropriate to do so?

It is an expected standard to share the child and family assessment with parents and children if age appropriate.
