What is the total amount of council owned properties in all wards that are currently Void awaiting repairs..?

Leicester City Council has a specialist team that manage Void properties, ensuring that all properties that become void are repaired to a good quality and that they are let swiftly to those in the greatest need.

The Council have only 2% of Council housing void which meets good practice across the sector.
Although the Council works to turn around void properties quickly ready for the next suitable applicant, we do use the opportunity of the empty property to remove asbestos from the property (unlike many other local authorities and owners) and also undertake necessary large capital works that are required such as electrical rewires, new bathrooms or kitchens and roofs. This strategy can increase the length of time a property is void but is deemed to be best practice to ensure safety and minimise severe disruption to tenants. On average (as each property requires different levels of work) the total length of time for the whole void process including reletting a property at Leicester City Council is usually between 3 to 4 months.
