You asked:
I would be grateful if you could send me the current NEET data for the Leicester area (those people not in employment, education or training). Ideally 16-18 and 18-24 age ranges.

Following your request for NEET data from Leicester City Council, we are able to provide information on young people at 31st October 2021 in academic years 12 and 13.   3.5% (331) were NEET and a further 18.3% (1719) had unknown destinations.  

It should be noted that during the autumn term, unknown rates are whilst LAs establish new destinations for the year 12 and 13 cohort. The end of December data will provide a more accurate indication of participation rates.
