Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Please treat this as a request under the Freedom of Information Act 2000. Please provide the following information:
1. Is the council a Lead Local Flood Authority? If so, please provide the number of people employed by the council in flood risk-related roles for each year from 2010 to the present date, or most recently available. 
Leicester City Council is a Lead Local Flood Authority under the Flood and Water Management Act 2010.

The number of people employed in flood risk related roles for each year to the present date is as follows.;-

2010 (3), 2011(4), 2012(4), 2013(4), 2014(6), 2015(7), 2016(7), 2017(6), 2018(6), 2019(6), 2020(6), 2021(6). The roles include Graduate trainees, Graduate project officer, Drainage Technician, Flood Risk Engineer, Flood Risk Manager, Head of Highways. These roles are not exclusively engaged in flood risk activities but operate as part of the flood risk and drainage team.

2. Has the council developed or is it currently developing a Flood Risk Management Strategy for 2021 onwards? If so, please provide any estimate the council has made of how much it would cost to implement the measures proposed in the latest version of this document.
The Local Flood Risk Management Strategy has been in place since March 2015 and was revised at the end of 2020. The main actions contained within it are now included as part of Leicester City Council’s Climate Emergency Action Plan (2020 – 2023). Please refer to action numbers 6.11 – 6.23. The plan is available to view online at: https://www.leicester.gov.uk/your-council/policies-plans-and-strategies/environment-and-sustainability/climate-emergency/. These actions will be reviewed and updated as part of the reporting cycle for the Climate Emergency Action plan. The council has allocated £300k in this year's capital programme to progress the actions in the plan.
3. Has the council ever applied for Flood Defence Grant in Aid to fund or partly fund flood risk management schemes? If so, please provide the total amount of grant applied for and the total amount awarded. Please provide these figures annually from 2015 to the present day.
The council has applied for Flood Defence Grant In Aid to support its many flood alleviation projects to date. Two major schemes were delivered in partnership with the Environment Agency who obtained significant Flood Defence Grant in Aid to complete the projects, they were the River Soar conveyance improvement works at Ellis Meadows and the Loughborough Road culvert. Other projects include the production of the Surface Water Management Plan 2012 and associated studies (Gilroes Brook, Hol Brook and Northfields), a Preliminary Flood Risk Assessment 2011 and 2017 revision, Strategic Flood Risk Assessment 2015 and 2020 revision, Hol Brook 2017 (partnership contribution and property level resilience measures), Sturdee Road 2017 (property level flood resilience measures), River Depth Gauges and Rainfall Gauges (Ordinary Watercourse gauges), River Depth Gauges on River Soar (Thurcaston Road and Braunstone Lane East)  2018 – 2019 respectively. All these projects attracted contributions based on the various funding mechanisms.

We are currently working on three schemes which are part funded by Flood Defence Grant in Aid to a total of £115k.

The provision of Grant in Aid is subject to a complicated application process based on funding scores calculated from the number properties moved to a lower flood risk band and their level of deprivation, so it is not possible to limit it to the amount of aid applied for against the amount received.
