Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
On July 8th 2005 the new Braunston Leisure Centre was opened by myself then Lord Mayor of Leicester, Cllr Mary Draycott. The centre was due to be opened by the Duke of Kent but the day before 7th July a terrorist attack in London killing 39 people and injuring many more. As are result all transport in and out of London was shut down and the Royals were stopped from visits. With less than 24hrs notice I was asked to step in for the Duke of Kent. As the staff and community, including many children, had put so much work in to this special day I was pleased to do so. I later found out that the Centre had been searched by the Bomb Squad and I had the chance to thank the officer and his K9.
So the day was a success ending with a plaque unveiled to commemorate such an asset to Braunstone.
With such history well remembered by many still living in Braunstone it was disappointing yesterday to see that the plaque has been removed, for a few years now I was told.
Q1 Does the Mayor of Leicester support the City's civic history being removed?
Q2 Why has this plaque not been left in place?
  

Q3 When will it be replaced?
 

Q4 How many other such historic pieces of history has the Council seen fit to remove in the last 10yrs?
 

Q5 Has the plaque at the BLC been removed for 'Wokism' reasons?
The Council holds some of the information you have requested and responds as follows: 

Q1 Does the Mayor of Leicester support the City's civic history being removed? 
This is asking for the City Mayor's opinion and isn't a request for recorded information under FOIA. That said, the City Mayor’s efforts to champion the heritage of the city over many decades are well documented. 

Q2 Why has this plaque not been left in place?

The Council is not aware of any other complaints or concerns that have been raised since the plaque was removed in 2018, to allow for refurbishment works to take place to the reception area of the Leisure Centre. 

Q2 When will it be replaced?

Council officers have been asked to consider what options there might be for replacing the plaque, and would be grateful for any further information/images of it you may have in situ. 

Q3 How many other such historic pieces of history has the Council seen fit to remove in the last 10yrs?

The Council is not aware of any. 
Q4 Has the plaque at the BLC been removed for Wokism reasons?
