Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Please send me all correspondence relating to application number 20232268. I would like correspondence (email, letters, minutes of meetings, associated actions or texts) that specifically relate to the access to the site, any resolutions suggested by the applicant or the architect, any imposed resolutions as referred to on page 6, paragraph 5 of the letter by planning officer Alka Brahmbhatt, as well as any specific references to the right of way, CMC, Car music centre, BAPS, or Brandon House. 

Regulation 6 of the Environmental Information Regulations is engaged, which states that information shall be provided in the requested form or format unless: the information is already publicly available and easily accessible to the applicant, regulation 6(1)(b).

The information that can be shared is available via the following link: Planning Register - Leicester City Council
The Council does hold additional correspondence. However, this information has been withheld under Regulations 12(5)(e), 12(5)(f), 12(4)(e) and 12(5)(b) of the EIR. 
Regulation 12(5)(e)

Under Regulation 12(5)(e) the Council can withhold information if disclosure would adversely affect the confidentiality of commercial or industrial information.

Some of the information is commercially sensitive and disclosure to the public would be prejudicial to the commercial interests of the third party organisation and the Council itself. 

Regulation 12(5)(f)

Under Regulation 12(5)(f) the Council can withhold information if disclosure would adversely affect the interests of the person who provided the information. 

Some of the information was provided by a third party with an expectation of confidence. 

There is a public interest that local authorities are appropriately open and transparent about their decision-making processes. This is particularly so in respect of concerns about planning matters.
However, there is also a strong public interest in ensuring that the Council is able to provide a robust advice process where planning matters are concerned. The purpose of which is to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of the planning application system, and reduce wasted resources. 
The Council could be taken to court for an actionable breach of confidence by releasing information that was given in confidence or is commercially sensitive. 
Disclosing the specific information could discourage full engagement with the planning process for fear of the public dissemination of such information.

Disclosure is therefore not in the public’s best interest. Therefore, the public interest in maintaining the application of regulation 12(5)(e) and (f) outweighs the public interest in disclosure 
Regulation 12(3) and Regulation 13
Regulation 12(3) and 13 apply to personal information, and provides an exemption where disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair and lawful processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes.
Regulation 12(4)(e)

Reg 12(4)(e) allows the Council to withhold internal communications to allow discussion of the merits and drawbacks of proposals or decisions etc. and the implications of decisions without outside interference. It allows staff to discuss issues and proposals freely. Disclosure could harm the way we make decisions or give advice.
Regulation 12(5)(b)

Regulation 12(5)(b) The course of justice is also engaged. This exception applies to information covered by legal professional privilege. There are internal communications between Planning Officers and the Legal Services Officers specifically seeking legal advice.
