These bookings are made via a platform called Click Travel (which is very similar to Booking.com). This platform has an unlimited availability of accommodation that is used therefore this can’t be quantified due to the daily fluctuations.

No, housing demand is increasing locally just as it is nationally and there is a shortage of general needs stock. We continue working closely with government agencies for funding to increase more affordable homes in Leicester.
