Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.
Would you be able to give some information on Clarendon park residents parking? How many residents parking schemes have been introduced without consulting the residents first?
None. The scheme was introduced as an Experimental Order for an initial period of 6 months to see if it addresses issues identified, in this case commuter parking.  During this period anyone can object to the scheme being made permanent and the experimental period forms part of the consultation process.  
At the end of this 6-month period, any objections that have not been resolved will be summarised and presented in a report to the Planning and Development Control Committee for comment and be taken into consideration by the Director for Planning, Development and Transportation who will make a decision on whether or not to make the scheme permanent.  If the objections are upheld the scheme would then be discontinued.
How many residents parking schemes have been introduced during the pandemic? 

Two schemes were introduced in the pandemic

The Clarendon Park Experimental Residents Parking Scheme was introduced in February 2021.   Also the residents in the Rosebery Street Area were consulted about the introduction of a Residents Parking Scheme during the pandemic and that is scheduled to be introduced in June.

How many of the 14 requests on file asking for residents parking live in zone K?

The Council received 14 requests for the introduction of a residents' parking scheme in Clarendon Park. Two of requests were within zone K -  namely Cecelia Road and Central Avenue.

The Ward Councillors’ received other requests, for a residents' parking scheme, directly through their constituents.

 How many residents voted against the scheme in the last consultation?

The results from the 2016 consultation were 71% against the scheme with a 36% voter turnout. This was a proposed a 24/7 residents' parking scheme. The current experimental scheme only operates for 1 hour a day, 9.30am to 10.30am, Monday to Friday.  

Will residents of zone k be asked whether they want to keep the scheme?

Residents and businesses are invited to comment on the scheme during the trial period. The scheme will then either be ended, continued as is, modified or even extended to streets who express an interest in joining the experiment. 

Any decision about introducing the experimental scheme permanently will be subject to the statutory objection process. Objections received within the 6 months experimental trial period will be presented to the Planning and Development Control Committee for comment.  The Committee’s comments will be taken into consideration by the Director for Planning, Development and Transportation who will make a decision on whether or not to make the scheme permanent.
