Leicester City Council declared a Climate emergency in 2019 and has a Climate strategy and action plan to address our ambition to be Net zero by 2030. The council has not currently got any carbon offsetting projects as part of this programme. Our priority is to spend on carbon reduction projects, rather than offsetting projects which are a measure to be done when all feasible mitigation work has happened. 

Our only contribution to the EU ETS Scheme is via the Leicester District energy Company (LDEC) which supplies energy to the city council and to housing in the city via its district heating scheme. So these are “pass through” costs which LCC pays as part of our energy bill for our own estate and for housing supplied on the district heating scheme.
