Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I would like to make a Freedom of Information request for the following information:
1. What was the council’s annual budget or target spend for active travel (e.g. walking, cycling etc) for 1 May 2024 to 1 May 2025?

2. How much did the council actually invest/spend on active travel between 1 May 2024 and 1 May 2025?

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

Active Travel is a wide field and could conceivably include workstreams discharged by many service areas for example, pavement cleansing, help walking etc. reviewing every delivered project, programme, and scheme over the period and extracting elements related to active travel would exceed the FOIA limit of 18 hours.
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act.
