Approximately £20,000 was spent on repairing flood damage on Wicklow Drive around the junction with Ambassador Road in September 2023.
-Details of routine highway safety inspections carried out.
- Pictorial results of Horizons Scanner and Road Metrics surveys Scanner and Road Metrics are driven road condition surveys which can be used to show a red, amber or green overall result, for every 100 metre section of the road. This part of Wicklow Drive shows mainly green results with a few amber areas where routine maintenance work may be needed in the future.
