Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
How many children of compulsory school age are known to live in your LA as of 1st September 2024?
The Council holds some of the information you have asked for.

There were 66054 city residents of statutory school age registered with a GP as at 1/5/2024.

We don’t hold these statistics for the 1st September.  Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
How many state school places for children of compulsory school age are there in your LA boundaries?
58103 places are available for the 2024/25 academic year. 

How many independent school places for children of compulsory school age are their in your LA Boundaries?
3179 places as at 8/8/2024.


How many compulsory school age children residing in your LA are categorised as being children missing education as of 1st September 2024?
68 children are known to be resident in the LA who are not in education.  These children are not in the usual school admissions processes.


How many compulsory school age children are electively home educated as of 1st September 2024?
772


How many compulsory school age children residing in your LA are receiving their education outside of a school setting funded by the LA as of 1st September 2024
12 (This does not include children who are on the rolls of our PRUs or our Children’s Hospital School.)

If a parent moves into your LA and requests a school place using figures from last 3 years what is the average amount of days it takes from the parental request until the child is enrolled in a school?

If a parent was Electively home educating and stops EHE and requests a school place using figures from last 3 years what is the average amount of days it takes from the parental request until the child is enrolled in a school?

If a parent withdraws there child from an independent school and requests a school place using figures from the last 3 years what is the average amount of days it takes from the parental request until the child is enrolled in a local school?

In response to the 3 questions above.
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

Data around the range of time between a parent requesting a school place and the child starting at the school is not available.  This information simply isn’t held in a reportable format.  Staff would be required to trawl through thousands of pupil records to extract the data and calculate timescales.   
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act.

Dose the LA facilitate any education for the child between the parental request and school enrolment?
If no why not?

No. There has been no requirement/need for LA to provide an education for a child during the period in which a school application is processed.
