In terms of CLA, the following applies:

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

We do not hold the information requested in a reportable format; this data isn’t collated.  We hold live data and currently have over 600 CLA from age 0-18.   As children can often come in and out of care, staff would be required to trawl through all CLA files for the 5 year period requested to establish if such plans were in place.
Therefore, we estimate that locating, retrieving, and extracting this information would take significantly more than 18 hours of officer time and the request exceeds the appropriate limit of the Act.
