Leicester City Council will ensure that gardens are trimmed and cleared of rubbish and debris, this may take place after move in to prevent fly-tipping. The Letting Standard clarifies this. The Letting Standard can be found on our website using this link:

2. How much money is Leicester city council given to spend on repairs for social housing before offering the home to a new tenant?
The appropriate level of funding will be utilised for any properties that are selected for letting. 

3. Does Leicester city council have responsibility to make a garden usable (cut over grown trees, clear pathways, ensure garden waste is cleared) before a new tenant moves in 

Leicester City Council will ensure that gardens are trimmed and cleared of rubbish and debris, this may take place after move in to prevent fly-tipping. Garden works include, filling in ponds, renewing or relaying of broken, lose or dangerous slabs along the path to the front door, and from the back door to the washing line, where fitted. Any other paving agreed to be carried out will be completed on occupation
