A total of 935 Penalty Charge and Warning Notices were issued during this period. 

601 were live Penalty Charges and 334 were Warning Notices. 
Penalty Charge Notice Values 

Penalty Charge Notices are issued at either the higher rate of £70.00 or the lower rate of £50.00, depending on the contravention in accordance with legislation.
A discounted rate of 50% is also applied to all Penalty Charges for the first 14 days of issue. 
The average value of the 601 Penalty Charge Notices issued during this period is £36,060 (full amount) and £18,030 (discounted at 50%). The average is calculated using assumed payment and data trends. 
If it is available please also confirm how the fine/permit revenue is accounted and where this is allocated on the Council budget e.g. does this go into the general Council budget or is it assigned to fund the Parking Operations Team. 
Parking Income 

Income from residents parking permits and vouchers contributes towards administrative costs associated with purchasing, printing, posting, and issuing parking permits. There are also system costs, and other related expenses that apply directly to the schemes. 
Penalty Charge Notice income contributes to the cost of enforcement and managing the scheme patrols. 
Any surplus parking income is directly reinvested into highways and transport strategy. 

A recent email from the Council stated that the parking operations team were undertaking additional experiments to measure the effect of overspill parking to different areas around the scheme. Please provide details as a general overview of what other experiments are being run, what is being measures and what the measurement criteria are. 

There are no other experimental schemes currently operating in the surrounding area.
Surveys are being carried out to assess the displacement parking in the surrounding area arising from the current experimental Residents' Parking Zone.  At present we are gathering more information and are in the process of collating the information we have so far.
