Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Please advise the number of pieces of "casework" raised by each councillor with the authority in the financial year 2022/23 - as a list with the number of queries each councillor has logged. Please include all queries officially logged by each councillor - whether on behalf of a resident or where the councillor has raised the query on his own account. (Often these are known as "member enquiries").

Answer:
Councillors can handle their own casework or seek information in a number of different ways and for that reason whatever we provide will only ever be a partial picture of Councillor activity, whether that is for an enquiry on behalf of someone else or because of their own interest in a matter. 

For example, Councillors who are aware of certain matters or Council business and who receive an enquiry from a constituent may choose to respond to that enquiry directly and immediately without the need to formally log the enquiry and seek a response through the Council’s systems or processes. Where Councillors already have relationships with Council services or teams, they often go directly to those services or teams to seek information or query matters. Again, there is no formal log of the volume or nature of activity.  

Councillors can use, if they choose to, the Councillor Enquiries System (CES) to log enquiries and seek information in order to respond themselves (or) request for a direct response to be provided if the matter is on behalf of an identified constituent. For the financial year 2022/23, our records show that 1001 enquiries were raised through the CES. Those enquiries are broken down as follows:
