To include contracts related to health visiting, school nursing, family nurse partnership, inoculations, special schools nursing, public health. Where there is more than one contract/service area, please provide a response for each. 

1. What is the current contract length (start date and end date)?

Contract started 1st July 2017 and will end 30th Sept 2023.  This contact has been extended due to the risks associated with recommissioning during the pandemic.

2. What is the contract value? 
Current contact value is £8,594,875


3. Who is the current supplier? 
Leicestershire Partnership NHS Trust

4. Is there an extension clause? If so, what is the duration of the extension and when would the first extension take effect if the clause was applied? 
There is no further room to extend this contact.


5. Has a decision been made yet as to whether the contract is being extended or renewed? 
Post 30th September 2023 the contract will be renewed using Section 75 of NHS act 2006


6. Please provide a copy of the full Invitation to Tender (ITT) published when the contract was last advertised.

8. Are the contractual Key Performance Indicators being met by the incumbent service supplier? (yes/no/partially) 
Met and Partially Met, with oversight on COVID recovery. 

9. Is any of the provision delivered on line/digitally/virtually? If so please provide details as to the nature of the provision/product , if there is a paywall and if any licences are applicable. 
Some of the service is delivered digitally by LPT, this is constantly under review and currently involves some of the mandated contacts for families on the universal pathway.  There is no paywall and licences are not applicable.


10. Please provide a list of the suppliers who applied and who were successful and not successful at PQQ and ITT stages.
Section 43(2) of the FOIA, relating to Commercial Interests.

The Council’s detailed assessment of the successful and unsuccessful tender’s forms part of the procurement process and the revelation of such information to the wider world would similarly prejudice the ability of those tenderers to compete fairly in the future.

Such weakening of tenderers also prejudices the Council’s ability to procure services by reason of allowing other competing agents to use knowledge of the tenderers position to pitch themselves accordingly. It is in the public interest to ensure there is fair and proper competition for public sector contracts.

In addition, the consequences of a third party successfully taking legal action against the Council clearly outweigh the benefits of any disclosure and would have an adverse effect on public funds and future procurement activities in the public sector. We therefore, do not consider there are factors here that support disclosure.

Tenderers generally accept that the Council, as a public authority, will release details of at least the winning bid once the process is complete but this consists of the overall value of the contract and the name of the successful bidder, not the evaluation results.

The Council considers therefore that the information requested retains a degree of commercial sensitivity appropriate to the process, and, in addition Section, 41(1) – information given in confidence also applies to any information submitted as part of a bid.

Tenderers have provided such information with an expectation that it would be used to inform the procurement process, not for any wider use or disclosure.
