Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I have just noticed a cctv camera on the road I live on Foxglove Road in Hamilton. 

Haven't had any communications about it and I  can't see it on your cctv map.  Could I have some more information as to why it has been installed and how long it will be there.

These are traffic count cameras which will be in place for this school week only (from Monday 28th April to Friday 2nd May) and are counting the traffic, pedestrians and parking around the school in advance of the work we will be doing with the schools on Clean Air Day and beyond.

The quality of the stored footage is not sufficient to allow identification of individual people or vehicles. We record the time, date and location. The data is gathered purely to determine the number of pedestrians or vehicles using an area, road or crossing point.

As we want members of the public to behave as they would do normally, it is not our practice to announce their installation.
