Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Since the 2024 financial year how many times have you used management consultants?

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

The information you have requested is not held in a single source. It is spread across multiple cost centres and service areas. To establish usage, it would be necessary to look at each line of expenditure relating to “consultancy” and then contact the relevant service area to establish if the spend related specifically to a “management consultant”. Therefore, we estimate that locating, retrieving, and extracting this information would take significantly more than 18 hours of officer time and the request exceeds the appropriate limit of the Act.
