FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT 2000/ENVIRONMENTAL INFORMATION REGULATIONS 2004 
Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I am a year 12 student currently doing my A-level geography NEA on Fosse Park and Leicester High Street and I need to access secondary data for pedestrian counts and traffic counts. If possible I would like to use CCTV cameras 50, 51, and 76 to use in my NEA as secondary data sources. The only data that would be used is the number of pedestrians or cars passing a certain point within a 2 minute time frame.
Where information is requested for disclosure to the wider world (which is how any disclosure made under the FOI Act must be considered) a consideration must be made as to whether this would breach Data Protection Principles.

If held this information can only be released if to do so would not contravene any of the principles set out in Article 5(1) of the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR).

Here, the Council judges that this data is being processed to monitor traffic flows, sequencing issues, overcrowding, crime etc. 
Disclosure to the wider world would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes. 
The footage would capture the registration details of vehicles in the area and, images of individuals in relation to camera 76 on the High Street.

Therefore, this Information is exempt from release under Section 40(2) of The FOI Act as this information constitutes personal data.
