Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Could you please provided me with the following information under the Freedom Of Information Act:
- Addresses of all properties under Use Class C4 (Houses in multiple occupation) for 3 and 4 people and not listed in the Public Register of Licensed HMOs.

Leicester City Council has no addresses of properties under Use Class C4 (Houses in multiple occupation) for 3 and 4 people. It is estimated from A BRE house condition survey undertaken in 2019 that there are 7,400 smaller HMO’s covering 3 to 4 people. The Public Register of Licensed HMOs only covers the mandatory licencing of 5 persons living as two or more households who share facilities e.g. Kitchen etc.
Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
The council is currently out to consultation on additional licencing either in four wards or citywide. The full information and proposals can be seen at Landlord Licensing - Leicester City Council - Citizen Space. This consultation closes on the 22 Febraury 2022.
