You asked:
I would like a copy of the 1189 charter regulating markets (or an electronic copy if one is available)
We unfortunately do not have the original charter of the 1189 Charter as it is an incredibly old document, however you can view it at the Record Office for Leicestershire, Leicester and Rutland, Long Street, Wigston Magna, Leicestershire, LE18 2AH.  Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

However, the Rival Markets Policy is not just based on the Royal Market Charter, these powers are granted to us also by the Food Act 1984;

In Part III, Section 50.2 of the Local Food Act 1984 it explains that no market can be established which could interfere with any rights, powers or privileges within the authority’s area without that persons consent.
