The Council does not hold information from 2000 – 2017.  Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

You will note that in the responses to questions 2 and 3 the number has not been
specified (e.g. less than 10). This is because of the low numbers involved.

The Council is of the view that if it were to disclose the exact number in each category, it could be possible to identify the individuals concerned. Section 40 (2) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 - Personal Information allows a public body to withhold information that could be considered personal to an individual. Disclosure of this information under FOIA would breach the principles contained in the Data
Protection Act (DPA) 2018.
The Council cannot provide more specific details as:
• There is a low number involved

• The release of this information could make individuals identifiable which would constitute their personal data under the Data Protection Act 2018

• There is no prior expectation on the part of these individuals that their personal information would be published in the wider public domain under the Freedom of Information Act and therefore release would not be lawful or fair

Section 40 is an absolute exemption and as such there is no public interest test to apply.
