Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
For each year from 2020 to 2025 for the quarter ending 31 March, could you please provide:
· The total number of households from your local authority sent to another council as an Out of Area Temporary Accommodation Placement        
Answer:

Previously Leicester City Council used to have its own temporary accommodation provision for families. Due to a considerably lower number of family households requiring temporary accommodation the out of area placements were not used, with the exception on refuge accommodation which is secured in line with availability by the refuge provider the applicants are being referred to. Leicester City Council ensures all customers who require temporary accommodation are placed within the city boundary. Data for 2020 to 2024 is not available as usage of out of city placements would have been minimal. On rare occasions, where events in the city result in no such accommodation being available, placements are made in the closest possible proximity for a very limited time with the customers moved back to within the city boundary at earliest opportunity. In order to identify any placements outside of the city for years 2020 to 2024 a full data trawl of all cases would be required which would take over 18 hours threshold to complete.  

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit. 
More recently we have seen a significant increase in the number of households requiring temporary accommodation and started collating data around out of area placements for reporting purposes. At the end of March 2025 there were 26 households placed out of area with the view of being moved back to within the city boundary at the earliest possible opportunity.
