Due to external (ESF) funding received, Leicester City Connexions have funded 1 full-time equivalent SEND Personal Adviser post (£46,769, includes on-costs) to support those with learning difficulties including Autism.
In addition to this from Leicester City Council’s core local government budget, a seconded a0.5% post has been supported (£24,528, includes on-costs) to the Supported Internship Project with the view of increasing employability for this vulnerable client group.

2. The names of the top four providers of employability support services for young people (aged 16-24) with a learning disability and/or autism by funding received in the financial year 2021/2022.
