Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I would like to request the following information:
1. Prompts and responses issued by the City Mayor in an official capacity through ChatGPT or comparable AI tools, including the date for each prompt and response.
2. Limit your search to the period from November 30, 2022, to the present day.

ChatGPT was used on one occasion by the Council as part of the preparations for the opening speech by the City Mayor at the Feb 2024 Leicester Comedy Festival. It was used for comic effect, to show how bad AI was at being funny. 

3. If the information is available from the council's systems, please include Google search history as well as search history from other search engines that integrate AI.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

Staff would first need to extract the Mayor’s browser history.  Each search would then need to be checked to see if it related to council business or, other political party functions. The City Mayor’s team would essentially have to recall the purpose of every search made.  A conservative estimate of 5 or 6 searches a day requiring 2-3 minutes to establish the nature of the search etc. would exceed the appropriate limit of the Act.
