Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I make this request under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 and set out my questions below. 

1. How many Disabled people do you have living in your accommodation in properties that are on the first floor or above (ie non-ground floor properties), across your council area? 

We have 317 people who are recorded as having a disability and who are currently living in a property recorded at first floor level or higher. 

Please note: It’s based on those people that we know are living in one of our properties; if a partner/lodger/etc. has moved in with a tenant and the tenant hasn’t told us, then we’d have no way of reporting on whether or not that person had any disabilities. Our data doesn’t tell us what the disability actually is. Even though a number of properties are recorded as being at first floor level or higher, there may be lifts, etc., which still make the properties accessible.

2. How many residents do you have with personal emergency evacuation plans in council accommodation?
