Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Separatley, by way of further EIR requests, please provide a copy of the most recent annual report you have sent to the Secretary of State for Ministry of Housing, Communities & Local Government under section 34C of the Energy Performance of Buildings regulations as amended by the Energy Performance of Buildings (England and Wales) (Amendment) (No. 2) Regulations 2015).

The legislation requires an agreement with another local authority to enforce the requirement for Display Energy Certificates for public buildings.  Leicester City Council does not have an agreement with another authority in place for this purpose, neither does it currently carry out this role for another authority.  Leicester City Council’s Trading Standards have not submitted any annual reports under the legislation.   

Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.  Regulation 12(4)(a) of the Environmental Information Regulations is also engaged, we do not hold this information.
