You asked:
Our questions relate to children who were known as Home Educated (LAs usually have a register/list of children they know to be Home Educated.) This means Home Educated until you had concerns that they may be missing education. Ie a family were known as Home Educating, you wrote with concerns about the suitability of the education, the family failed to provide enough information to satisfy your concerns, you deemed them as missing education and served an SAO. It is these SAOs we wish to know about. 

Could you please provide the number of SAO's served on children (since 1/9/22) who were previously Electively Home Educated until you believed them to be missing education. 
SAOs served on parents of four children – in these cases parents had provided no information.

Please provide the number of those SAOs that were revoked (you became satisfied they were Home Educating) and the number prosecuted.

Zero revoked and all four are due to proceed to Court.
