1. All documents related to where to plant trees?

There are no specific documents in regard to where to plant trees, these issues are covered within the Tree Strategy documents, see link above. It would then be the decision of the Council’s Trees & Woodlands team, Urban Design team and the Climate Woods Group (Council’s cross-team working party looking at city sites that can accommodate larger scale planting schemes) to decide on suitable planting locations. As such exemption Section 1(1) of the FOIA and Regulation 12(4)(a) of the EIR, information not held apply.
2. Long term management plans for planted trees?

This is covered with the tree Strategy documents and the supporting document, Appendix 1: Tree Policy.
3. Survival rates of planted trees?

This information can be found online within the Tree Strategy Reviews, Objective 1. Promoting Amenity - Purchase planting stock of good quality and prepare an underground environment that is conducive to good tree growth.
