You asked:
1. Council Preparations
· Please describe the actions your authority has undertaken or plans to undertake in preparation for the implementation of Martyn's Law. This should include both completed and planned actions, along with associated timescales.

Answer:

The Council has identified a strategic lead responsible for overseeing the implementation and ongoing adherence to the new legislation. 
The national implementation period to establish the regulatory capability will take at least 2 years from 3 April 2025, which is also the target date for full LCC compliance. 
The statutory guidance required from both the Home Office and the regulator (the Security Industry Authority) is yet to be produced but will contain much of the detail required for implementation.

The LCC designated officer is the Chief Operating Officer, Alison Greenhill. The designated political lead will be the City Mayor, Sir Peter Soulsby.

2. Impact Analysis
· Has your authority conducted any internal benchmarking or gap analysis against Martyn’s Law requirements?

The initial phase of the Implementation plan will be to assess those premises and activities that are likely to fall within the Martyn’s Law legislation.  This has not yet been completed.  This will be followed by a full capability development implementation plan across all affected service areas.

The initial implementation planning, and assessments are currently being undertaken within normal council resources.
