We do not have these measures stored in a map based format, so we have instead provided a list of current interventions associated with LTN’s across Leicester:

Knighton

· Knighton Drive – road closure

· Newstead Road – School Street – prohibition of entry except permit holders – pavement parking ban

· Craighill Road – road closure

· Northcote Road – entry treatment (restricted access speed)

· Ashclose Avenue – one -way 

· Northfold Road – School Street – prohibition of entry except permit holders – pavement parking ban

· Eastcourt Road – School Street– prohibition of entry except permit holders – pavement parking ban

Evington

· Newhaven Road – road closure

· Davenport Road – road closure

· Greystone Avenue – No Entry treatment

· Gamel Road – one-way

The authority is investigating ways to store and cascade this information to navigation providers in a more timely and efficient manner.
