Answer:
Please find attached documentary evidence to show ‘on what date’ letters were distributed to frontages and those directly impacted by the planned work:
Braunstone Lane East Letter to frontages dated 11th July 2023 & Aylestone Road Letter to frontages dated 5th September 2023.
Letters were shared with Ward Councillors in advance of distribution dates.
Please note that names of individuals and other personal identifiable information has been redacted. 

The Council considers that the details of junior members of staff below Heads of Services, are exempt from release under Section 40(2) (personal data), and this therefore constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.

The Council judges that disclosure of the names of these officers to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified, legitimate & explicit purposes.

(2) Documentary evidence that gives the reason/s why the 'do something' option was selected in preference to the 'do nothing' option (reference the note at the right hand side of the drawings).

The previous facility was a temporary facility installed as part of the authority's Covid-19 response and following a trial period it was determined this should be replaced with a permanent facility funded under round 2 of the Government's Active Travel Fund. This is referenced as ‘Do Something’ on the plan. Do nothing in effect would have retained the temporary facility. 
(3) Documentary evidence stating who was involved in making the decision in (2) above.
Grant funding received from Active Travel England for the permanent scheme was approved and brought within the council’s capital programme on 17th December 2020 - see link - Decision - CAPITAL BUDGET MONITORING 2020/21 - PERIOD 6 (leicester.gov.uk) This established authority for officers, in consultation with the lead Executive member, to proceed with the scheme under General Powers of Improvement to replace infrastructure and ensure safety.
